Dear Fellow ALTA members,

Licensure is still our goal! We were very, very close this time.
I am told that the bill is now stronger than when we began
and that it often takes three to four times to get a licensure
bill passed. To have a stronger start in 2009 we will spend the
next two years educating our Texas membership and legislatures. T'll keep you posted!

I want to thank Elizabeth Cantrill and Treasa Owens for their hard work on the Legislative
Action Fund. Everyone who contributed needs a round of applause. Have that sound in
your mind as you read the wonderfully long list of members who have contributed! Since
we will need to continue this effort into 2009, the need for funds will also continue. It is
not too late to make a contribution and an impact.

If you missed the annual conference here in Dallas, you really did miss it! It was a fabulous
day beginning with the initiation of three annual awards. I am so very proud that we hon-
ored Marietta Biddle, Dr. Luke Waites, Geraldine “Tincy” Miller, and our founder Jamie G.
